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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of renal artery stenosis that was recently treated with stenting and angioplasty with improvement of the blood pressure. The blood pressure today is under control 120/80.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. This diabetes mellitus has finally got under control. The patient decided to follow the recommendations in terms of changes in the diet along with taking the medications as recommended. The hemoglobin A1c that was done on 05/28/2024 was 6.8.

3. The kidney function is very well preserved. The patient has a creatinine of 1.6, BUN of 50 with an estimated GFR that has remained in the upper 30s. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient has _______ degeneration that is under control. We are going to reevaluate this case in October whenever she comes back from Vermont.
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
