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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old white male that is followed in the office because of the presence of arterial hypertension with some chronic kidney disease. The patient has a serum creatinine of 0.9, a BUN of 21 and the estimated GFR of 92. The protein in the urine is within normal range. There is no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. Essential hypertension. This patient who has diabetes mellitus was placed on Farxiga 10 mg on daily basis along with one tablet of amlodipine with benazepril 5/20 mg. The blood pressure is 130/70 and he feels well.

3. Diabetes mellitus is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.4.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
