Joseph Henn continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Orthostatic hypotension.

2. Adrenal mineralocorticoid deficiency

Current Medications: Florinef 0.1 mg, two pills per day.

Joseph continues to have occasional balance issues secondary to orthostatic hypotension but, in general, appears to be doing reasonably well.

General review is unremarkable at this time for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 90/58, weight 153 pounds, and BMI is 20.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Previous investigations have included normal fasting cortisol, ACTH, and _________, while taking no hormonal medication.

IMPRESSION: Mineralocorticoid deficiency and orthostatic hypotension.

Recent lab studies are satisfactory with normal potassium at 4.1 and sodium level of 140.

Followup visit in six months time.
