The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in May 2011.  The patient was in Balad Air Force Space in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was at that time working in the hospital.  At that time, the patient tells me that there is alarm suddenly went off.  It was very loud alarm.  The patient tells me that there is explosion happened.  The patient tells me that there were explosions from the enemy rockets.  The patient tells me that the blast waves right in front of him.  The patient tells me that he got knocked down.  The patient tells me they hurt his head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, he tells me that the shockwave was significantly affected him.  The patient had immediate headache, confusion, and disorientation..  The patient tells me that symptoms lasted for about one hour.  The patient tells me that the patient has persistent headaches after that.
The patient tells me that he has consistent headaches everyday.  The patient has vertigo symptoms, when watching games.  The patient also feels tired throughout the day.  The patient has difficulty to drive at night.  The patient tells me that halogen light is affecting his headaches.  It is making his headaches worse.  The patient tells me that significant light sensitivity.  The patient has also decrease in memory.  His memory is not as good as previously.
The patient is currently unemployed.  The patient was a reservist.  However, he tells me that when he was a reservist, the patient significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate because of the headaches, vertigo, and dizziness symptoms.  The patient tells me that headache was significant affecting his concentration.  The patient has difficulty look at  computer because of the light sensitivity.  The patient tells me that the light is provoking his headaches.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2011, in Iraq, the patient was working in the hospital at that time suddenly there was an explosion into the hospital.  The patient tells me that the shockwave pushed him down.  The patient fell down.  He tells me that shockwave hurt his head.  The patient tells me that it was very loud.  The patient has significant headaches immediately.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  Since the event, the patient has chronic headaches.  The patient also had dizziness and vertigo symptoms.  His memory has become poor.  The patient tells me that it is not as sharp as previously.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.  The patient was significant difficulty to look at the computers.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The chronic headaches, vertigo, dizziness, focus difficulties, sensitivity to light, these are signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
