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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me in 1977, the patient was in boot camp.  It was in Fort Gordon in Georgia.  The patient tells me that he was training on the C.S. Gas Canister.  The canister fell and hit the foot.  The patient had to take off his mask.  As he took off the mask, the patient hit tree on the head.  The patient tells me had significant impact on to the head because he had to take off his mask.  The patient tells me that he immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for about 2 to 3 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient was evaluated.  The patient needed sick off for the next few days.  He felt miserable for the next few days with the headaches, confusion, and disorientation.
In 1978, the patient was in Germany.  The patient stepped out of the window as he was cleaning the window.  The patient tells me as he was cleaning the window, he fell through the window and fell out of the window.  The patient tells me that he fell about one story high and hit the ground.  The patient tells me that he hit the head as he hit the ground.  The patient does not know if he had loss of consciousness.  After he was very confused and disoriented, the patient had severe head pain.  When he woke up, he was in the room already.  He does not know how he got in to the room.  The patient thinks he was out of consciousness and not to remember how to get up to the room.  The patient had amnesia symptoms.
The patient is currently has significant headaches.  The patient also has confusion and disorientation.  The patient is very sensitive to light.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty in focus and concentrating.  The patient tells me his memory significant effected.  Since this event, his memory is very poor.
The patient is currently disabled.  The patient is not currently working.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1978, the patient was in Fort Gordon in Georgia.  The patient was training on the CS Gas Canister.  The patient tells me he hit the foot, he had to take off the mask as he was taking off the mask, the patient hit a tree.  The patient tells me that it caused him to have a sudden loss of consciousness with the impact.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient becomes very confused and disoriented.  When he woke up, the patient felt miserable for the next few days with headaches, confusion, and disorientation.  The second episode was in 1978, the patient was in Germany.  The patient fell out of the window as he was cleaning the window.  He fell about one story from down from the window.  The patient landed and hit the ground.  The patient had amnesia symptoms.  He does not remember what happened after that.  He woke up in his room.  The patient was confused and disoriented when he woke up.  The patient tells me that since the event, the patient has significant headache and confusion.  The patient also has significant memory deficits. The patient tells me that he is not able to remember things well.  The patient tells me that he would become disabled and he is not able to perform his job.  It is my opinion that the head injury, loss of consciousness, confusion, headaches, poor memory, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
