He had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the ambulance was there.  The patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient was evaluated by the ambulance.  Now, the patient has severe headache and neck pain at the time.  The patient has significant confusion and disorientation.

Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient has bright light sensitivity.  The patient tells me that he has flashing light over sensitivity.  The patient tells me that he has developed migraines.  The patient also significant pain in the neck.  The patient also tells me his memory is poor.  The patient also tells me that his concentration and focus affected.  He also started having anger issues.
The patient is currently working as an operation management.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significantly affecting him to do his work.  The headaches affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient tells me that he would have migraine type of headaches.  It is severe.  The light sensitivity also affecting him to work under fluorescent light.  The patient also difficulty to look at a computer screen because of the headaches.  The patient also has significant memory problems.  He tells me that he needs to write down things a lot.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient tells me that he is not as sharp as previously.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1987, the patient was in Castle Air Force Base in California.  The patient fell down on to the ground during the physical exercise.  The patient had hit the left side of the head, had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient also has light sensitivity to bright light.  The patient has decrease in memory.  His memory is not as sharp as previously.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  It is my opinion the patient is sustained traumatic brain injury.  The chronic headaches, light sensitivity, memory deficits, concentration and focus difficulties, are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
