Michael Bell is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of endstage COPD, hypertension, diabetes, history of gout, sleep apnea, and chronic respiratory failure with hypoxemia.

The patient has a KPS score of 50%. He uses his CPAP at nighttime. He tells me that he is more short of breath. The caretaker tells me that he is not eating as much, he is losing weight. He suffers from lower extremity edema, which is consistent with right-sided heart failure with endstage COPD and cor pulmonale.

He also suffers from degenerative joint disease, history of neuropathy related to his diabetes, chronic pain, air hunger, shortness of breath, diabetic amyotrophy, and history of disc disease.

He does wear adult diaper because of his shortness of breath he is not able to get to the restroom on regular basis. His blood sugar is stable because he has lost weight. His O2 sat is 97% with the help of oxygen. He uses a nebulizer on regular basis and he uses his medication for anxiety to help with air hunger and anxiety. His right-sided heart failure is secondary to his endstage COPD. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Michael Bell. He continues to worsen as far as his COPD is concerned and most likely has less than six months to live with his tachycardia and O2 sat is 92% on room air.
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
