Face-to-face evaluation took place today, 06/05/2024, at 6 p.m.
This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. He is on Tylenol No.3 for chronic pain and melatonin for sleep. He takes Zyprexa and Haldol combination for his bipolar disorder and psych issues along with Neurontin 300 mg three times a day. On first glance, he looks like he has lost weight. His records indicate that he has lost at least 5 pounds in the past five months. He has an extensive history of smoking and continues to smoke. He is staying in bed 16-18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has had a few falls in the past month. He is ADL dependent and wears a diaper because of bowel and bladder incontinence. He is eating less. He has shown weight loss, tachycardia and O2 sats 98% with the help of 2 liters of oxygen. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. His caretaker Barbara tells me that he is more confused because of hypoperfusion most likely and continues to deteriorate as far as his senile dementia is concerned. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this gentleman.
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
