She was seen today, 06/05/2024, at 6:45 p.m.

This is a 61-year-old woman who appears quite weak, quite debilitated with endstage COPD, O2 dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence, and ADL dependence. Her O2 sat is 91% on 2 liters. She is tachycardic at 116. She is eating less. She has child-like appetite, bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a stage I decubitus ulcer because she is staying in bed now 16-18 hours a day. She has anxiety. She is at high risk of fall when she does get up, but she is not getting up as much as she used to. She also would like more medication for anxiety. The current medication that she is taking, she tells me, is not controlling her symptoms of air hunger. The patient has cardiac cachexia, severe debilitation and KPS score of 40% and continues to deteriorate as far as her endstage COPD is concerned. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor for Ms. Lisa O’Neal that was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation regarding her endstage dementia.
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
