Mr. Connor is an 81-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. His comorbidities include hypertension, low back pain, anxiety, air hunger, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia and history of DVT.

He is O2 dependent on 2 liters. His O2 sat is only 91% on 2 liters. He is tachycardic. He looks quite pale and quite weak. He continues to lose weight, he eats very little, has ADL dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence, KPS score of 40% and oxygen dependence. The patient is on numerous medications to control his pain and anxiety. He is much weaker. He is now staying in bed 14-16 hours a day, continues to deteriorate and his demise is consistent with endstage congestive heart failure with cachexia. He also has a history of renal insufficiency, bilateral hydronephrosis on previous CT scan. He also has history of colon cancer with metastatic disease. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Connor who is on hospice at this time with overall decline in his condition, which is unavoidable relating to his hospice diagnosis.
