Today, seen for face-to-face evaluation.
This is a 79-year-old woman with inoperable brain tumor, has a neighbor who is her primary caregiver along with hospice nurses that care for her. She continues to have weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and her weight is down at least 2 pounds since last visit. She appears confused. Her seizures are controlled with the help of medication. She is quite debilitated, wears diapers and ADL dependent.  The weight loss is unavoidable given her malignant neoplasm of the brain.

Other comorbidities include hypertension, seizure disorder related to her brain tumor, renal insufficiency and weight loss. She is at a high risk of fall as well. Overall prognosis is quite poor. She continues to deteriorate and remains hospice appropriate with history of brain tumor, which is inoperable and the patient has decided on hospice care and no further evaluation or treatment or transfer back and forth to the hospital. She has history of intractable nausea and vomiting mostly related to increased intracranial pressure, which is unavoidable. Medications seemed to help from time to time, but nevertheless it causes the patient to eat less with decreased appetite, KPS score of 40% and weight loss is unavoidable given her brain cancer and history of inoperable brain tumor.
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
