IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a young African American male who lives at 21845 Cyman Avenue, Warren, MI 48091. The patient was brought in by his mother Patricia, telephone number 313-469-4065, as the patient was responding to internal cues. The patient stopped completely taking his medication. He was becoming very disturbed and disorganized, responding to internal cues, and agitated. The patient felt that he does not need medication because he was cured and then started responding to internal cues, talking to imaginary people, and losing control. The patient was becoming restless. The patient was maintained on Prolixin before and Cogentin with Seroquel as he was responding to internal cues. The patient was admitted multiple times before. The patient stopped completely. He felt that he felt relieved and cured, and then he started smoking some weed. The patient started having auditory hallucination; imaginary people were bothering him. The patient is restless and irritable.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Multiple admissions in the past. Last admission was last year.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of weight loss.

PAST SUBSTANCE USE HISTORY: History of smoking weed.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and up in Michigan in an intact family. Father is not in the picture. The patient presently lives with mother. Completed high school. At this time, he is not working. The patient had tried to work but it did not work out. The patient’s mother is supporting him at this time. The patient is not married and does not have any children.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is an African American male who gave fair eye contact, at times suspicious. Verbal productivity is reduced. Reaction time is increased. The patient could not participate into any formal mental status examination. The patient has difficulty as he is responding to internal cues. Insight is limited. Judgment is poor.
