*____________________* not able to get off her truck anymore.  Hence with difficulty walking upstairs.  The patient had foot drop bilaterally. He denies any tingling or numbness.  There is no sensory loss.  There is no urinary incontinence.  However, weakness is getting progressively getting worse.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

The patient has bilateral leg weakness.  More significantly bilateral foot drop in the ankles.  The patient also has hip flexion movement.  The patient also knee extension weakness bilaterally.  There is some muscle atrophy in the left calf as well.
Deep tendon reflexes are 2+ bilateral knees.  Bilateral Achilles 1+.

There is no muscle fasciculation.  I did not see any muscle fasciculation in arms and legs.  Arm strength 5/5 bilaterally.

SENSORY EXAMINATION:  Normal.
*____________________* nerve of the significant decrease in *__________* amplitude.  Sensory nerves intact.
IMPRESSION
Suspicious for muscle disease.  The patient has bilateral foot drop, bilateral knee extension, and bilateral hip flexion weakness.  Concerning for muscle disease, such as Inclusion Body Myositis.  Also consider to Charcot-Marie-Tooth.  Also include other muscle disease such as Limb-Girdle Muscular Dystrophy.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient and husband of the above differential diagnoses.

2. I will refer the patient to Stanford University Neuromuscular Disorder Clinic, for repeat of the EMG nerve conduction study and also for full consultation.
3. Explained to the patient that she may need her muscle biopsy, to evaluate for this.
