As far as blood work is concerned, she gets that done on regular basis at the Prime Medicine. Her liver function tests have been checked. Her kidney function, her thyroid and all appeared to be in good working order. She has never had a history of hepatitis in the past.

MEDICATIONS: Suboxone 8/2 half a film t.i.d. Also, she takes thyroid medication.
