PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: 1+ erythema of the right dorsal hand with 2+ swelling without evidence of cellulitis or abscess formation.

IMPRESSION: Local reaction to insect bite.

PLAN: Advised to continue observation, with Benadryl as needed, to follow up if worsens with increased redness, swelling or pain here and with PCP; has a pediatrician in Conroe, a few miles away.
