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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old Hispanic female with history of coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft and the patient has two PCIs. She is being followed by Dr. Torres, the cardiologist and the patient has been asymptomatic. Regarding the kidney function, she is CKD stage II and she continues to have a serum creatinine that is 0.9 and the estimated GFR is 60 mL/min and the proteinuria is 453 mg/g of creatinine, which is less than the prior determinations.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure today 145/57.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia under control. The serum cholesterol remains below 200 with an LDL below 100 and HDL around 70.

4. The patient continues with iron saturation that is 18, however, the hemoglobin remains 11.8 _______.

5. The patient has vitamin D deficiency and remains on supplementation, the level is 30. Very stable condition. Reevaluation in six months with laboratory workup.
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
