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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 60-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD that used to be IIIA, but the patient has been gaining kidney function and currently is CKD II. The serum creatinine is 1.3, the BUN is 22 and the estimated GFR is 63. This patient is not a diabetic and has a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is 81 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure manually was 108/64. We gave instructions to the patient that if the blood pressure remains below 110 start cutting down the hydralazine to one tablet per day and, if it continues to be around 110, he could get off probably in a couple of weeks.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease status post PCIs x 3. The patient is going to see the cardiologist from Orlando and we are going to request the echocardiogram since he has been diagnosed with cardiomyopathy, we want to see at followup. We are going to see the patient in six months with laboratory workup.
