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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.53 with an estimated GFR of 34 mL/min. In the urinalysis, there is no evidence of proteinuria and no evidence of activity in the urinary sediment.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

3. The rheumatoid arthritis that the patient has in remission. She is seen by Dr. A. Torres and followed by the pain manager.

4. Gout and the serum uric acid is 3.7. The patient is taking Uloric.

5. History of _______ that is treated by the rheumatologist.

6. Remote history of nephrolithiasis that is not active.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

8. Vitamin B12 deficiency supplemented as well. The patient is in fairly stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

9. The patient has a cholesterol that is 256 with elevation of the LDL to 182 and an HDL of 45. We are going to start her on atorvastatin 20 mg p.o. at night.
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
