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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white female that is a patient of Dr. Beltre who was referred to this office because of the presence of primary hyperparathyroidism. The patient was referred to Tampa for the parathyroidectomy that was done uneventfully. The hypercalcemia subsided. The phosphorus is within normal range. The serum calcium that was taken on 06/01/2024 is 9.1. The patient has a PTH that is 32 and phosphorus is at 3.5. There is no history of relapsing kidney stones.

2. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient has a serum creatinine of 1, a BUN of 22 and an estimated GFR of 56. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

3. Essential hypertension that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The cholesterol is 134, the triglycerides are 170, the HDL is 41 and the LDL is 64.

5. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that is asymptomatic. This patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case on a yearly basis. The patient was instructed to call us in case any problems related to the kidneys or stone formation.
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
