DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 66-year-old white female that has a history of hyponatremia that is associated to the syndrome of inappropriate ADH secretion. The urine osmolality has been elevated and the patient comes today with a BMP; the serum sodium is 135, potassium 4.6, chloride 96, the CO2 is 31 and the calcium is 9.3. The patient has been following the fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours and she has been taking the sodium chloride tablets as prescribed.

2. The patient has a history of arteriosclerotic heart disease that is followed by the cardiologist Dr. Arcenas. At this point, she is going to continue with the physical therapy. She has been with a significant amount of arthritis in the lower back that has prevented her to walk properly; she wears braces and she is going to under evaluation by spine doctors in Sarasota and she has an upcoming appointment in the next two weeks. Since she has been in stable condition, we are going to reevaluate her in six months with laboratory workup.
