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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 65-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has lost 10 pounds and the most recent laboratory workup shows that the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1 and the BUN is 15 and the estimated GFR is 61, which makes her CKD II. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is within normal limits.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. She lost 10 pounds as mentioned before and the hemoglobin A1c is 7.7.

3. The patient has morbid obesity. She weighs 289 pounds.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux that is under control.

6. Hypertension that is under control.
7. The patient is receiving radiation therapy for skin cancer in the face. In general, she is feeling well. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
