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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old Filipino physician that is followed in this practice because of the presence of diabetic nephropathy. The patient has been treated with the administration of Jardiance 25 mg in combination with Kerendia 20 mg in view of the presentation of a severe proteinuria more than 3 g in 24 hours. The patient has maintained a kidney function. The serum creatinine is 2.1 and the BUN is 57 with increased BUN-to-creatinine ratio and the estimated GFR is 30 mL/min. He remains at CKD stage IIIB. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 1214 mg/g of creatinine, which is significant improvement of the condition.

2. Type II diabetes with a hemoglobin A1c of 7.

3. Vitamin D deficiency.

4. This patient has hyperlipidemia and severe elevation of the cholesterol that was controlled with the administration of Repatha.

5. Hypertension that is under control.

6. The patient has a history of arteriosclerotic heart disease with previous ischemic episodes, but the patient has been very stable.

7. History of gout that has been in remission. The patient is taking allopurinol 300 mg on daily basis. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
