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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white female that at one time had deterioration of the kidney function that prompted a kidney biopsy and the kidney biopsy in 2018 showed tubulointerstitial disease. Since then, the patient has recovered the kidney function. There is no evidence of proteinuria. There is no evidence of microalbuminuria. The kidney function has remained very stable. The serum creatinine is 0.72 and the estimated GFR is 91% with no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

3. The patient has insomnia and she is taking Lunesta. Prescription was given. Reevaluation in a year with laboratory workup.
