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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 88-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage II. She has a history of diabetes mellitus. In the laboratory workup today, we find out that the patient has a creatinine of 0.53, BUN of 12 and estimated GFR of 89; however, the protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 594 mg/g of creatinine, which is significant. It is a big increase since the last visit that was in the 300s. For that reason, we are going to start the patient on Jardiance 10 mg on daily basis. Side effects of the Jardiance were explained to the patient.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%.

3. Hyperlipidemia under fair control. This patient is taking the atorvastatin whenever she feels like she has to. The serum cholesterol is 219, the triglycerides are 123, HDL is 57 and LDL of 140. We are encouraging the patient to take the medication as prescribed.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Peripheral neuropathy that is without any exacerbations. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months in order to reassess the proteinuria.
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
