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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the CKD stage IIIB. This patient has a single kidney. She has left nephrectomy that was done in 2002 related to renal cell carcinoma. She is a known case of CKD stage IIIB with minimal proteinuria. The patient has been overweight and she continues to be in the same BMI; she states that she is not following the diet and unfortunately we do not have a recent laboratory workup to reassess the kidney function or the proteinuria. We are going to order this blood work for the next appointment that is going to be at the end of July.

2. This patient has had problems in the back with a lot of pain and has been seeing the doctor at the Spine Center. Injections with the administration of steroids have been given a couple of times.

3. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and the hemoglobin A1c went up to 7.4% probably related to the fact that she has been out of the diet and receiving the steroids.

4. The patient has hyperuricemia that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia.
6. The patient has obstructive sleep apnea on CPAP. We are going to reevaluate the case at the end of July.
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
