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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.   It was in January 2022, the patient was in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient was performing in an airborne parachute exercise.  As he was airborne, his parachute malfunctioned.  The patient tells me that his parachute was not opening and that he was falling really fast.  The patient tells me that he hit the ground, and that is the only thing he remembers.  He does not remember what happened after that.  Specifically he does not remember he went to the hospital.  He woke up in the hospital the next day.  He regained consciousness at that time.  However, he had complete amnesia the prior day.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  He has severe headache.  The patient tells me that he does not remember for the next one month.  The patient was at home. He does not remember much what happened that one month.  The patient had extremely poor memory.  The patient basically has amnesia for the whole month after that.
The patient currently has significant headaches.  His symptoms including headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient had difficulty to concentrate.  Difficulty to process information.  He has had significant memory deficits.  He forgets things a lot.  He has difficulty following task.  He will forget his task duties.  He feels stressful.  He has light sensitivity.  He has ringing of the ears.  Loud sound makes his ear hurt and it also makes it headache worse.
The patient is currently not working. He tells me that he is not able to work.  He is not able to work because of the significant symptoms.  The patient has significant headaches, which affecting concentration at work.  The patient is not able focus.  His memory is so poor.  He is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient also has significant difficulty to look at a computer screen.  The patient feels dizzy and ear ringing a lot.  All these symptoms affecting him to hold the job steady.
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
