FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 168 pounds. Temperature 99.1. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 20. Pulse 99. Blood pressure 108/60.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red. The tonsils are enlarged, huge, pustular tonsils noted.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep positive.

2. Flu test positive.

3. He definitely does not want an injection.

4. Amoxil 400 mg t.i.d. x7 days.

5. Treat with Tamiflu.
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6. Tylenol.

7. Motrin.

8. Discussed this with mother. If he does not get any better, he definitely would need an injection.

9. 80% of patients develop rash with Amoxil. So, if he does have a rash, they will call me right away.
