The patient presents for followup, continues with rash, seen here three times in the past several months, given cortisone shots and prescriptions and also topical cortisone. He states none of that has been effective, now with complaints of itching rash in the groin and in the anal area as well as continued eruptions on his skin.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of high blood pressure, coronary artery disease with stent, and type II diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Generalized scattered eruptions faint without evident tinea corporis and there is hyperpigmentation and lesions present in both inguinal areas and anal area without evidence of cellulitis or bacterial infection.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash, possible tinea corporis/tinea cruris.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Lotrisone to take daily with refills with an advice to see a dermatologist for followup and further evaluation and return here as needed.
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
