PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, low thyroid disease, high lipid disease, and low testosterone. Seen here for routine refills of medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea, otherwise without abnormality. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops.. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Sinusitis with a history of sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient given Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed for routine care.
