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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Aciclovir 800 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Gabapentin 300 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.

3. Benadryl 50 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 7 days #21.
