Mr. Terry was evaluated for face-to-face today. This is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the bladder. The patient appears pale at the first look. Recently, he had a syncopal episode because of his anemia and his continual bleeding. He is not a candidate for transfusion. He is currently on hospice because of bladder cancer. He is also very weak. His weight loss has been significant to the point that he no longer needs his blood pressure medicines, lisinopril and clonidine. Last week, he was found with the orthostatic episode where he was found in the yard and he was brought in _______ his symptoms. His other issues include hypertension, coronary artery disease, anemia, weakness, confusion and muscle weakness. He currently has a KPS score of 40% with a FAST score of 6B.

His oxygen saturation is now around 92. His pulse is 110. He is very short of breath with activity. He is now developing a mild right-sided heart failure because of his anemia. He is ADL dependent. He has slight pedal edema and has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s overall prognosis is quite poor. He continues to show rather quick decline with his history of bladder cancer with associated anemia, weakness, muscle weakness and muscle atrophy.
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
