Mr. Townsend is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice was evaluated for face-to-face with history of malignant neoplasm of the prostate and bladder cancer with wide metastasis stage IV. He has severe weakness, decreased appetite, weight loss, bowel and bladder incontinence. KPS score has dipped from 50 to 40 in the opinion of this examiner. The patient is having increased issues with pain. He just lost the younger brother, which has been very devastating and I think it is definitely contributing to his worsening condition. He has generalized weakness. He stays in bed. He sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. He also lives with his father who is 91 years old. Again, his biggest concern right now is increased pain. He needs increased pain medication and also has increased anxiety related to both pain and the loss of his brother. He has muscle weakness. He was on the verge of crying at the time of the evaluation because of his situational depression.

His condition has definitely deteriorated given his advanced stage IV bladder and prostate cancer with bony metastasis and he requires increased pain medication which will be brought to the attention of the medical director and give copy of today’s face-to-face.
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
