Dear Dr. Uppel:

This is a followup for Mr. Kelley with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, prior thyroid cancer with extensive surgery including parathyroid glands, has a tracheal stoma, larynx was removed.  Last visit in December.  Comes accompanied with wife.  There was a graph on the stoma, biopsy was done.  No malignancy.  There were bleeding for two weeks compromising his breathing, but eventually resolved.  Denies decrease in appetite.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies diarrhea, bleeding or decrease in urination.  There is chronic dyspnea from prior COPD smoker.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or inhalers.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Narcotics, for low calcium on vitamin D125 recently increased to twice a day, he only takes one calcium a day plus diet, follows with endocrine at Grand Rapids.

Physical Examination:  Weight 211, blood pressure 137/73.  Lungs distant clear.  No respiratory distress.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.  He has a tracheal stoma.  He is able to talk by collapsing the stoma.  He has bowels.

Laboratory Data:  Chemistries, kidney function is stable around 1.4 and 1.5.  Minimal anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal electrolytes and mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin.  Calcium in the low side.  Normal phosphorus.  TSH suppressed, free T4 elevated, thyroglobulin in the low normal.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  Continue to monitor.

2. Hypocalcemia from extensive neck thyroid surgery for cancer on a higher dose of vitamin D 125.  Update chemistries.
3. Extensive neck surgery for thyroid cancer, has tracheal stoma.
4. Blood pressure well controlled.  Other issues stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
