CHIEF COMPLAINT: Recurrent infections of the skin.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 42-year-old. He is a lineman. He has been in the military. Ever since he has been in the military, he has had issues with recurrent carbuncles. He was diagnosed with MRSA. He has been treated with numerous antibiotics Keflex and Augmentin. He is now allergic to Keflex and has been on everything. When he has been treated for MRSA, he was only treated with Septra, but now with clindamycin, has never been treated with Zyvox. Nevertheless, he continues to have issues with recurrence of his infection. He is being checked today for diabetes and other issues as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right fifth digit metacarpal.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a lineman. He is married, has three children. He smokes three cigarettes. He drinks occasionally.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does have history of stroke, liver cancer, possible ETOH use, hypertension, and diabetes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 193 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 131/85.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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He does have a carbuncle 1 to 2 cm left buttock that he has drained with a pocket knife. There is actually drainage going on, does not need any further I&D. There is also another carbuncle on the right buttock that is not ready to be drained. Culture has been obtained of the carbuncle on the left side since it was open.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recurrent MRSA infection.

2. Start Zyvox.

3. Obtain culture.

4. We do not have clindamycin to give him an injection. He cannot take Rocephin since he is allergic to Keflex.

5. Lymphadenopathy. He does have numerous lymph nodes in his right and left groin. I looked at them via ultrasound, they are from 0.6 to 1 cm on both sides, they need to be further followed up. He does have a mild fatty liver, PVD and mild calcium buildup in his carotids. Echocardiogram is within normal limits and no other abnormal lymphadenopathy noted.

6. Check CBC.

7. Zyvox will be initiated. He will be sent home. Come back next week for followup.
