The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 66-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for delusional behavior and limited cognitive status and described that he has been doing very well. He started going to church and it was quite good. The patient was requested to come on video, but he described he likes to be on landline although his wife was listening and she described he is doing okay. The patient is on seroquel 100 mg b.i.d and seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. She has been getting 90-day supply of the medication from the Optima Health. The patient is alert, oriented, and cooperative. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. He has average intelligence. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness. Abstraction was limited. Judgement and insight is limited due to noncompliance at time. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness. He claimed that he is spending time in playing puzzles. Otherwise, he is doing pretty good.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable. No behavioral issues.

PLAN: Continue the supportive care. I will send the prescription. The patient was further explained the importance of adherence of the medication. It will not disturb relationship with his family and the wife and also his functioning has also been improved to which he has agreed and he claimed that he is taking his medication regularly.
