SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka is a 75-year-old married Caucasian female who reported that since she has been taking medication, she is doing much better. Her panic attack has subsided. Her depression is getting better. She is spending time with her grandchildren who have been visiting her on every Saturday. She is alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process was organized. She is of average intelligence. Groom and hygiene was good. No auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. No panic attack. No side effect of the medication. Judgement and insight is improved. She is of average intelligence.

PLAN: Duloxetine 20 mg daily, Klonopin 0.5 mg she is taking on p.r.n basis. She will like to continue and keep this medication in her position because she does not know when it has happened. The patient was given 30 days appointment and also encouraged. May be she should involve in social activity and group therapy and going to discharge program to which she is agreed. Prognosis is guarded.
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
