She also described during summer time, she is not going to work and spent more time at home. She described with the medication, she has been doing better. She has not been overwhelmed with situation as she was before. She consistently is taking Adderall 10 mg in the morning and noon. She described this medication helped her to focus. She remained attentive and productive to take care of her household work and also her kids without getting any frustration or any irritability. She was quite happy, pleasant, alert, and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process was organized. Attention span was clear. Immediate and recent memory was fair. She denies any side effect of the medication. The patient was educated about the medication provided, interpersonal service, supportive therpay and appreciate her adherence and compliance. No side effect was reported.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder symptomatically improved, improved functioning. 

PLAN: Continue with the Adderall 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon, 30-day medication was ordered. Followup appointment was also given in 30 days.
