The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis is a 68-year-old married Caucasian male who described that he has been doing good and denies any depression, anxiety or mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He described he has been seeing therapist and it has been very helpful. He is very calm, cooperative and attentive and taking his medication. Currently, the weather is good. Therefore he goes out also with his wife currently on duloxetine 30 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg per 24 hours, trazodone 50 mg daily, Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. He denies any side effect of the medication. He was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. Attention span was fair. He was cooperative and attentive and there was no impulsive or aggressiveness was noted. His immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Thought process coherent. He can name objects and follow commands. He can do simple addition and multiplication. Abstraction ability was limited. Judgement and insight limited.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed symptomatically stable, rheumatoid arthritis, and hypertension.

PLAN: Continue on duloxetine 30 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg per 24 hours, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply of the medication was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. The patient was encouraged he should also provide information from primary care physician and get the blood level checked as soon as he can. Prognosis is guarded. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
