CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Earache.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 52-year-old. He is a construction worker. He has been traveling. He went to Northwest. He came back in May. He felt sick. He went to the Davam Urgent Care. He received Decadron injection. No antibiotics. He got better at first or he got sick again. He went back to them six days ago. They gave him another injection. This time they gave him Z-PAK.

So, he has got two more days of Z-PAK left. He never was treated with Cortisporin, ear drops or steroids, but he continues to have ear pain and some dizziness. He has had no hematemesis, hematochezia, seizures, or convulsion. He has had no drainage. No sign of perforated tympanic membrane.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Kidney removal at age 4 non-cancerous.

MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He drinks from time-to-time.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. Travis is originally from Oregon when he was a child. He had part of his kidney removed that he shared with me as I was doing his ultrasound since there was no kidney present on the right side.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 224 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 18. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 133/86.
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HEENT: TMs are slightly red on the right side. Posterior pharynx is clear.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Ear pain. We will treat the ear pain with Cortisporin Otic suspension.

2. Otitis media.

3. Otitis externa.

4. Add Medrol Dosepak.

5. Continue Z-PAK.

6. No more steroids shots were given.

7. Lymphadenopathy.

8. Bladder spasm stable.

9. Vertigo related to his current infection.

10. Blood work is up-to-date.

11. Removal of the right kidney at age 4.

12. Creatinine has been stable.

13. Reevaluate next week regarding our findings.

14. Very mild fatty liver noted.

15. Right kidney is absent of course.

16. Findings discussed with Travis before leaving the office.
