IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a 47-year-old white morbidly obese male who had an abscess over his abdomen and needs that to be tapped. He was brought in to the hospital. He was not doing well. The patient has a long history of mental illness. The patient is on various medications. His sodium was 113. The patient feels that he is not okay. Every now and then he feels confused. He presently lives with his mother.
PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Long psych history, at least eight admissions. The patient used to follow Easterseals. The patient has difficulty following with them. Presently follows with Dr. Gupta as outpatient.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of obesity, abdominal abscess which is mentioned above, history of hypertension, and history of cardiac problem.
PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. He completed 10th grade education. He presently lives with mother. Biological father is not in the picture. Strong family history of bipolar illness. Strong family history of schizophrenia. The patient is not married. The patient used to do various jobs. He presently cannot function.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is a morbidly obese white irritable male who gave fair eye contact. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Verbal productivity is increased. Reaction time is reduced. No halting or blocking noted. No flights of ideas noted. Stated mood is okay. Affect is normal, full in range. Appropriate thought content. The patient is oriented x 3. Could participate into formal mental status examination. Insight is limited. Judgment is poor. 
DIAGNOSES:

Axis I:
Schizoaffective disorder bipolar type. 
Axis II:
Deferred.

Axis III:
The patient is on Ozempic weekly for his diabetes. The patient is overweight. He had Fournier gangrene, history of decubitus, history of abnormal labs, atrial fibrillation, and obesity. The patient is also on CPAP on a regular basis.
Axis IV:
Severe.

Axis V:
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PLAN: At this time, the patient is taking Prolixin 10 mg at bedtime. He is also supposed to have home medication as chlorpromazine, *__________* benztropine, Depakote 500 mg twice a day, fluphenazine 10 mg at bedtime, furosemide 20 mg at bedtime. At this time, we will stop his chlorpromazine. We will only continue his fluphenazine and a small dose of Depakote. We will follow. The patient is going to go for surgery soon.
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
