ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Anderson, Dannyison

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with polypectomy, incomplete.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: FIT positive.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video pediatric colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the transverse colon. Further advancement was not possible due to significant looping and tortuous colon. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Technically difficult study due to tortuous colon and significant looping. This center does not have an adult colonoscope; only pediatric colonoscopes are available at this center. Transverse colon polyp 1 cm semi-pedunculated removed by cold snare. Splenic flexure polyp 1.2 cm pedunculated removed by cold snare. Maximum extent reached was somewhere around mid to distal transverse colon. Further advancement was not possible due to significant looping and tortuous colon. Small hemorrhoids noted on retroflexed view, external.
IMPRESSION: Incomplete colonoscopy, extent reached mid to distal transverse colon. Significant looping secondary to tortuous colon. Transverse colon polyps. Splenic flexure polyps. Small external hemorrhoids. 
PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss procedure results and polypectomy results.

2. Repeat colonoscopy has to be performed. Recommend this to be done with Dr. Pothamsetty or refer to Orlando Health for a complete colonoscopy exam. This would be discussed with the patient at his followup visit and further plans will be made.
