PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No report of secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a no acute-distress noted patient, is a well-appearing 8-year-old male.

EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear.  Nose: Without rhinorrhea. Throat: Patent.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Negative guarding.  Negative rebound. Negative tenderness noted. Active bowel sounds in all four quadrants. No bruits appreciated.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender with full range of motion.

ASSESSMENT: Nausea, vomiting and diarrhea.

PLAN: Advised mother on the BRAT diet as well as we will prescribe Zofran for the nausea and discharged in stable condition to the mother.
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
