HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old thin gentleman with history of 14 back surgeries, kidney stones, low back problems, anxiety and chronic pain, who is being evaluated for possible end-of-life care.

The patient recently was involved in a train accident, which is causing increased pain.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Include Xanax and Tylenol.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of renal failure. Father died of motor vehicle accident.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol. He does not use oxygen.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 94%. Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 93. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Joseph has issues with chronic pain and anxiety for which he will be referred to pain specialist for further evaluation. Furthermore, he is thin, he is weak and he has history of COPD even though he is not using oxygen. He is using a walker to get around because of his 14 back surgeries and his history of failed back syndrome. He also has anxiety on Xanax which would be better served with an SSRI that would also help this chronic pain. He has no history of diabetes or hypertension or other chronic medical conditions.
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
