H&P:
This is a 61-year-old female who is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because she was not able to take care of herself.  She had second bypass surgery to her right leg, which got infected and it was draining and she has wound vac now and she is on antibiotics.  She denies any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.

PMH:
Significant for peripheral vascular disease status post left AKA, history of DVT, and pulmonary embolism, anemia, and restless leg syndrome.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
Denies smoking now.  She did smoke for longtime until about a year ago.  Denies any alcohol use or drug abuse.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3 and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.
ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  Trace pedal edema to right leg and right eye area has wound vac with no erythema.  Left AKA is noted.
CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.

LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Peripheral vascular disease status post bypass surgery to her right leg, anemia, history of DVT, pulmonary embolism, history of nicotinism.
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P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility because she was not able to take care of herself.  Total time spent doing admission was more than 50 minutes, which included reviewing old medical records and labs, and imaging.  In addition to reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  She has wound vac and is being seen by wound care M.D.  She is on Plavix now.  She was on Xarelto in the past.  She is on IV antibiotics.  She is frustrated being in Skilled Nursing Facility and she is saying if she does not sleep well to night then she would rather go home and she has talked to her insurance company already and she will have home health as outpatient.  We will continue present management and she agreed.
