Christine started dialysis just recently post hospital discharge probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension causing ESRD, did not see a doctor for two years or three.  Please refer to my consultation note and progress note in the hospital for all the details of the medical history.  Appetite remains poor, no taste, but improving.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Has urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Dialysis catheter placed right-sided without infection.  Minimal tenderness, no bleeding.  I did a physical exam.  Reviewed medications.  Reviewed all the labs with the patient and documented on the chart.  Technically we are still calling her acute kidney injury, but very likely is going to be dialysis dependent.  She is presently on medical disability.  She has 12 weeks before losing her job.  We discussed about the home peritoneal dialysis as a way for her to dialyze and be able to work.  New blood test is going to be done today.  We will adjust treatment for duration of dialysis, nutrition, potassium, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, PTH and anemia based on results.  She understands that she needs an AV fistula it takes two to three months to mature.  All questions answered.  This was done in a multidisciplinary evaluation with nurse and social worker.  Further advice to follow.
