Face-to-face took place at 1 p.m. at the patient’s residence on 2314 Avenue D, Dickinson with his wife Vivian present who is able to give me copious amount of information about her husband.
This is an 82-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with unspecified severe protein-calorie malnutrition. He also suffers from hypothyroidism, hypertension, DJD. Initially, at one time, he weighed 279 pounds, then he has dropped down to about 180 pounds now.

He had partial colectomy for possible colon cancer, but he never went back to get the results of his biopsy, so those results are not available to me at this time.
Currently, he has no colostomy bag, no Foley catheter. He is very slow in moving. Again, he has lost tremendous amount of weight. He has severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness. I am going to ask for a copy of his hospital records regarding his colectomy and the results on the biopsy to be provided to see if he does have colon cancer. His other comorbidities include hypertension, COPD, gastroesophageal reflux and DJD. His caretaker is his wife Vivian who takes care of him. He is now spending about 14 to 16 hours a day in bed. He is very weak. He has protein-calorie malnutrition as was mentioned along with weight loss, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. He has a heavy history of smoking. He becomes short of breath with any kind of activity level. His O2 sat at the time of evaluation was 92% with a pulse of 108. Blood pressure is 110/50. The patient does meet the criteria for protein-calorie malnutrition, currently on hospice and we will try to obtain the hospital records regarding the biopsy and the path report on the colectomy that was done in VA last year to see if we can find the reason for his continued weight loss, most likely related to possible colon cancer. Nevertheless, he decided never to go back for workup and for further treatment and his wife does not know if the path report was consistent with cancer.
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
