Ms. Pham is a 94-year-old woman. Basically, Ms. Pham lives in a convent because she has been a nun all her life. She has a niece in California that sees her very infrequently. Ms. Pham is bedbound. She does not have any decubitus ulcer because the sisters at the convent do a great job taking care of her and turning her, but she stays in bed now 14 to 16 hours a day. At the time of visit, it was very to wake her up because she likes to stay in bed and she likes to keep her eyes closed. She eats very little. She has tremendous weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting of the temple and lower extremity. She is incontinent of bowel and bladder. She is total ADL dependent. She has history of hypertension in the past, but because of her significant weight loss, she no longer is taking any medication. The patient’s caregiver’s name who is responsible for her care on regular basis 27 x 7 is Ms. Teresa Phan. Most of the information was obtained from the nun in charge of the convent, Mrs. Ceciliannt. The patient used a Hoyer lift to raise her up. The patient, because of her severe weakness and sundowner’s syndrome, they try not to give her any medication and try to stay with her and keep her calm with the help of scripture. Nevertheless, the patient is showing decline on hospice with decreased mentation. She is no longer oriented to person at this time, she could not tell me her name, severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and ADL dependency. The convent manager is in charge who is Abbees who I am spoken to and give me tremendous amount of information about her condition.
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
