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FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

A 65-year-old woman is seen today with congestive heart failure. She has a provider who sees about her needs on regular basis. She has a defibrillator in place because her EF is 20% or below. She is eating less. She is short of breath. It is quite hot in Houston, Texas at this time and she states because of the heat she cannot eat and she finds herself short of breath at all times. She has oxygen available, but she states she cannot wear the oxygen because it is just too hot. She also has stents in place in her heart which she believes may be blocking again ______ she has shortness of breath, orthopnea and PND which she might be right. She is on multiple medications to help with her CHF and they have been successful in managing her symptoms, but in the past month or so, they have lost their effectiveness in that she now has swelling in her lower extremity and right-sided heart failure despite being on Lasix. Her O2 sats at 88 to 90 with a heart rate of 99. She appears to be slightly more confused maybe related to hypoxemia. She is bowel and bladder incontinent and she has total ADL dependency. The patient continues to do poorly especially with the heat and worsening congestive heart failure not a candidate ______ any further stent placement and/or transferring back and forth to the hospital which she does not want, she wants to be cared for at home until she passes away. KPS score remains at 40% at this time.
