He has pedal edema, multiple pressure ulcers, protein-calorie malnutrition. The ulcers are unavoidable and unhealable because of low protein levels. The patient eats very little because he has a PEG tube. He used to eat for pleasure eating that has had stopped because he really has no more pleasure in life. He sleeps majority of the day 18 to 20 hours. KPS score is 40%, but it is getting close to 30%. He is disabled, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent of course. Overall prognosis remains poor, has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate.
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
