She has very large ascites, is on 2 L of oxygen at all times, has required multiple paracenteses, most recently had a catheter placed so the family and the nurses could do paracentesis at home. She has a KPS score of 40%. The fluid accumulates rather quickly, hence the reason for the permanent catheter placement. The patient requires turning every two hours to keep the pressure off the bony areas since she is obese and most likely will develop pressure ulcers in face of protein-calorie malnutrition. She eats very little. She is in pain. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and showing progression of her disease with progression of her multiple other issues and problems, hence most likely has less than six months to live and continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
